Course Description:

This course is the first part of an introduction to Brazilian literature and culture. Readings
will cover the colonial period through the end of the 19th century. Our discussion will
focus on the historical context and meaning of the primary texts, with a particular
emphasis on recurrent themes (commerce, nature, race, history, science) and how these
reflect the development of Brazilian culture and society during this period. Through films
and secondary readings we will also discuss how the Luso-Brazilian past is remembered, or
forgotten, and why. Rather than a fixed essence, Brazilian “identity” will be understood as
a continuous and dynamic interaction between past and present, local and global.

The class will be conducted in Portuguese. There will be some secondary readings in
English.
